Nid oes diffiniad yn y ddeddfwriaeth o ystyr ‘addoliad’, ac felly y mae’r ysgol yn cymryd yn ganiataol fod ganddo ei 
ystyr naturiol a chyffredin.  Dylai addoli ar y cyd adlewyrchu rhywbeth ‘arbennig’ neu ‘wahanol’ i’r arferol yng 
ngweithgareddau’r ysgol.  Dylai ymwneud â pharchu a mawrygu bod neu rym dwyfol.

• Cynnig cyfle i ddisgyblion addoli 
• Annog disgyblion i gymryd rhan ac i ymateb i addoliad 
• Hyrwyddo datblygiad ysbrydol pob disgybl mewn ffordd sensitif a gofalus 
• Datblygu ysbryd gymunedol a hybu ethos cyffredin a gwerthoedd cyffredin o gydgonsyrn 
• Datblygu’r ymdeimlad o werthoedd o fewn yr ysgol, y gymuned leol a’r byd eang 
• Ceisio ennyn ymateb personol i gwestiynau hanfodol a thrwy hynny ddyfnhau eu hymwybyddiaeth ysbrydol 
• Rhoi cyfle i ddisgyblion i ymchwilio i’w safbwyntiau crefyddol eu hunain mewn perthynas ag eraill trwy gynnig 

profiadau newydd iddynt 
• Cyfoethogi profiadau disgyblion a’u hannog i fod yn oddefgar o safbwyntiau, credoau ac arferion crefyddol  

 
Perthynas y Cwricwlwm ac Addoli ar y Cyd 
Y mae’r ysgol yn hyrwyddo’r berthynas rhwng addoli ar y cyd a’r cwricwlwm. Mae addoli ar y cyd yn gwneud 
cyfraniad gwerthfawr i brofiadau addysgol y disgyblion. Yn yr un modd, gall defnydd effeithiol o gerdd, drama, 
llenyddiaeth a chelf gyfrannu at greu naws ysbrydol, addolgar.  Anogir disgyblion i gymryd rhan yn yr addoliad trwy 
baratoi a/neu gyflwyno addoliad neu drwy ymateb yn bersonol i’r addoliad.

Status 
Ysgol Gynradd Llandegfan is a school maintained by the Local Authority.  It responds to the statutory requirements 
of the 1988 and 1993 Education Acts by ensuring useful opportunities for pupils to worship collectively.  It is the 
Head Teacher’s responsibility, after consulting the governing body, to organize the collective worship. 
 
Definition  
There is no definition in the legislation of the meaning of ‘worship’, and therefore the school takes for granted that it 
has its natural and common meaning.  Collective worship should reflect something ‘special’ or ‘different’ to the usual 
in the school’s activities.  It should involve respecting and glorifying a divine being or force. 
 
The Aims of Collective Worship 

• Offer opportunities for pupils  to worship 
• Encourage pupils to take part  and to respond to worship 
• Promote  each pupil’s spiritual development in a sensitive and careful way 
• Develop a community spirit and encourage a general ethos and common values of joint concern 
• Develop the feeling of values within the school, the local community and the wider world 
• Try to inflame personal response to essential questions and by doing so intensifying their spiritual awareness 
• Give pupils an opportunity to investigate their own religious point of view in relation to others  by offering them new 

experiences 
• Enrich pupils’ experiences and encourage them to be tolerant of religious standpoints, beliefs and customs   

 
Relationship of the Curriculum and Collective Worship 
The school promotes the relationship between collective worship and the curriculum. Collective worship makes a 
valuable contribution to the pupils’ educational experiences.  In the same way, effective use of music, drama, 
literature and art can contribute towards creating a spiritual  and worshipful feeling.  Pupils are encouraged to take 
part in the worship by preparing and/or presenting worship or through responding personally to the worship. In the 
main whole school collective worship, the school will use the timetable listed in the below link:
